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«Djibouti’s government has proposed granting Ethiopia exclusive access to one of its ports, a
significant diplomatic move aimed at reducing tensions in the Horn of Africa. This offer is seen
as a strategic response to Ethiopia’s ongoing pursuit of direct sea access, which has been a
longstanding issue since the country became landlocked following Eritrea’s independence in
1991. Djiboutian Foreign Minister Mahamoud Ali Youssouf revealed this proposal during an
interview on the sidelines of the Forum on China-Africa Cooperation in Beijing.

This move, if accepted, could alleviate the strain
caused by Ethiopia’s diplomatic efforts to secure access to other ports, such as Somaliland,
which has sparked regional disputes.”
